AUDIOVISUAL EQUIPMENT AND FACILITIES





Scholes Library has a large collection of audiovisual materials and provides rooms fully equipped for individual or group viewing of these materials in the library. 





Please note that the library does not have equipment to loan for use in other buildings, that food and drink are not permitted in the audiovisual rooms, and that there are no facilities for personal duplication of videotapes or other AV materials. 





AUDIOVISUAL CARREL ROOM (ROOM 104):  Six carrels hold VCR’s and monitors, a videodisc player, a computer for viewing books on compact disc, and an audiocassette player. Headsets for individual listening are provided. This room is always open during regular library hours.





AUDIOVISUAL SEMINAR ROOM (ROOM 215):  This room seats up to 15 people and is equipped with two slide projectors, a large-screen monitor, and VCR. The room may be reserved in advance by students or faculty.  In case of a scheduling conflict, priority will be given to faculty holding classes in the room.  When the room is not scheduled, students may ask the Visual Resources Curator, Reference Librarian, or Circulation Desk attendant to open the room for their use and this should be noted on the schedule.

AUDIOVISUAL CLASSROOM (ROOM 221):  This classroom seats 35; first priority is given to regularly scheduled College of Ceramics classes.  Groups needing meeting space but not requiring audiovisual equipment are asked to meet elsewhere. The room has a projection booth equipped with two slide projectors and wireless remote controls, a 16mm film projector, filmstrip projector, overhead projector, opaque projector, extra-large (45”) monitor, and VCR.  The room is equipped for cable access and is also configured with a Pentium computer and video/computer data projector.  A 3/4” and multiformat videotape players are also available.  Call extension 2494 to reserve the AV Classroom.  This room may be reserved by faculty/staff only; any exceptions to this rule will be determined by the Library Director.





CONFERENCE ROOM (ROOM 218):  The library’s conference room is a formal meeting room which seats 12 and features a ceramic tile mural by Anne Currier, Professor of Ceramic Art.  The room has a 27” monitor and VCR.  Priority is given to College of Ceramics groups needing meeting space.  Call extension 2494 to reserve the Conference Room.





VISUAL RESOURCES available in Scholes Library include slides, films, filmstrips, videocassettes, videodiscs, and CD-ROMs on a variety of topics.  The Slide Library (Room 212) has 150,000 slides documenting ancient through contemporary art and design.  Slides and carousel trays may be borrowed by students for a 24-hour period; slide room hours are posted on the door each semester.  See the separate Visual Resources policy sheets for more information.





Videotapes, videodiscs, and audiocassettes are cataloged in the online public access catalog and may be searched by subject, title, etc.  They are considered Reserve materials and as such, do not circulate outside the library.  All video and audio formats are kept at the Reserve Desk; students will be asked to leave an I.D. card at the desk while using them, as they do for other Reserve materials.
